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Function Instructions:

	Blackout
	1. Blackout the fixture.

2. Press the button for 3 seconds; you can set address by red and orange button. And can Inverse Address by random button.

	Full On
	All lighting effect at once

	Sound to Matrix
	Use to receive audio signal for sound activated

	Fixed colors
	Press the button for select color on Red / Orange / Yellow / Green / Cyan / Blue / Purple / Magenta / White

	Matrix
	Press the matrix button for select 32 patterns form matrix slider and matrix 1-8 and a random matrix.

	Spectrum Mix
	Press the button for select 32 spectrum mix colors form Spectrum Mix slider

	Matrix Slider
	To choose 4 patterns on pattern 1 /pattern 2 /pattern 3/ pattern 4 (press matrix 1, then have 4 patterns in this matrix)

	Spectrum Mix Slider
	Use to control 32 spectrum mix colors

	Speed Slider
	Use to adjust chase speed with in the range of 0.1 to 2.5 seconds

	Fade Time Slider
	Use to adjust fade time. Fade time is amount of one color to fade in or fade out

	Master Slider
	Use to dimmer / shutter the fixture



Rear view:
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Power Switch          Turn On/Off the power.

DC Input               DC 9V, 300mA min.

DMX Output            Set DMX value to the fixture.

2. How to control the unit
LED-RC64 is linked with CP-208. Please refer to the following diagram to link units with the controllers together. 
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Important! Don’t forget to run the “auto address” function, this will give all connected units their own address. ( refer to the chapter “Address Setting”)
3. Address Setting

Each time you build a different installation with the LED-RC64 controller, you should run this function. The LED-RC64 controller distributes the addresses automatically to all the connected units. You can control and address 2 different matrixes. Follow the instructions below to set these address:
A. Connect all units to the LED-RC64 controller and switch the complete setup on.
B. Press the “blackout” button for about 3 seconds: until the red “blackout LED” starts blinking: all connected units should be lit in white color while their displays start blinking. Each display shows the address the unit automatically received from the controller.
C. Press the “red” button to set the addresses for matrix1 (first unit starts at address 001) or the “orange” button for matrix2 (first unit starts at address 193)

D. Press the “blackout” button again for about 3 seconds, until the “blackout” LED stops blinking.

Note: You can use the “full on” and “sound to matrix” button to switch between the 2 matrixes. 
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
